MAKING THE MOST PROGRESS

Who should enter? This award is open to students in Sussex colleges studying full-time or part-time for AQA qualifications in any subject.  

What is the judging process?  

The award will be made to the student judged to have made the most progress.  (This does not mean studying at the highest level).  To win this award you must tell the judges how you have shown the following qualities:

· Diligence in studies

· Genuine interest in the course

· Acquisition of knowledge and/or skills 

· Progress made from starting the course taking into account previous education experiences
· Development of personal qualities
The judges will mark your entry from the information you and your tutor provide so it is important for you to include all relevant examples and supporting statements.  The use of supporting digital images is limited to two per entry and should not be considered as a replacement to text but a supplement. The decision of the judges is final.

The form must be signed by your course tutor.  All sections on the form must be completed.  Do not attach any photos or other documents.
