TRAINING PROVIDER COLLABORATION 

OF THE YEAR AWARD
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Who should enter?  This award is specifically targeted at all Sussex Training providers – private or public sector – who are currently working in collaborative arrangements.  For the purposes of this award, the term ‘training provider’ includes both public and private sectors.  Examples of suitable collaboration could include (but is not limited to) cooperation between:
· Training providers and schools

· Training providers and colleges

· Training providers and  voluntary organisations

· Training providers and community 

This award is not targeted at organisations representing groups of providers (eg consortia companies).

What is the judging process? The award will be made to the organisations which can prove:
· Innovative partnerships

· Local and community needs/involvement

· Agendas and initiatives delivered are not ‘mainstream’

· Substantial benefit to learners as a result of the partnership
