· Diligence in studies and completion of apprenticeship framework 
· Dedication, interest and application to the apprenticeship and employment

· Challenges and barriers overcome
· Progress made from starting apprenticeship taking into account previous experience, skills level and subject knowledge in the subject area
· Development of personal qualities
The judges will mark your entry from the information you and your training provider/tutor/employer provide so it is important for you to include all relevant examples and supporting statements.  The use of supporting digital images is limited to two per entry and should not be considered as a replacement to text but a supplement. The decision of the judges is final.
